Quantity

General consensus seems to be that parents are satisfied with the quantity of RAs throughout the
season. However, due to the increased opportunity for players to be playing with and amongst
those of a similar ability, many parents would like the number of academies increased. Fortunately,
this point has been addressed with the recent re-format of the forthcoming RA programme, with 5
RAs proposed as oppose to | ast year bs 4.

Venue

After conducting the questionnaire in the West Midlands and East regions, the general feeling that
parents would like the RAs to take place at the venue closest to the county which accommodates
the majority of players. For example, in the West Midlands there is an imbalance on the number of
players from each County so the majority of

Scheduling

Scheduling appears to be the area that most parents would like to change, particularly for those
players who play in the U17/U19 age groups. This is the area that most regions have struggled to
attract high numbers in, and parents cite exams and other academic/sporting commitments as the
reason for being unable to attend. | understand that dates have already been set, but parents can
be directed to the competition calendar on the ESR website:
