England, four times winners of the biennial title since 1995, finished in an all-time low fourth place in
the 2009 championship after Matthew suffered an ankle injury during an early qualifying tie against
Germany. The top seeds will again line up against hosts Germany, the 16" seeds, in the Pool A quali-
fying group - with Spain and Ireland.

In one of the strongest squads ever fielded by England, Matthew will be supported by fellow Yorkshire-
man James Willstrop, the world No4, and Essex duo Peter Barker and Daryl Selby, ranked 7 and 11 in
the world, respectively. Egypt, winners of the title for the second time two years ago, are the No2
seeds. The squad is expected to be led by Ramy Ashour and Karim Darwish, ranked two and three,
respectively, in the world.
